We do plan another issue for the
summer (of 2013 hopefully), so anyone
with a tournament planned for the fall of
2013 should contact Dave Hines or
myself with the details in early June
(2013 naturally).

The WVCA junior championship will
again be held separately from the state
championship, likely in the Bridgeport-
Clarksburg area in October (2013
hopefully!) in the capable hands of Bob
Greer.

I expect that we will need to discuss the
junior championship at the business
meeting in Elkins over the Labor Day
weekend (again 2013). Traditionally,
the title went to the highest scoring
junior playing in the “regular” state
championship. In 2010 and 2011, it was
played as a separate event on Labor Day
weekend at the site of the state
tournament with 8 and 5 participants
respectively. In 2012, the tournament
was held in November as a completely
separate event with 24 participants. The
greater number of participants in the
2012 event may reflect Bob’s contacts
with scholastic chess.

Speaking of scholastic chess, I note that
the West Virginia Chess Association and
the West Virginia Scholastic Chess
Association are distinct organizations.
The West Virginia Junior Championship
is under the aegis of the former and is
not intended to compete with or poach
on the scholastic championship held by
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the latter organization in the spring. The
fact that Bob Greer is organizing the
tournament and is also active in the
WVSCA is coincidental.
