STEADY WALKER RISES IN LAST THREE ROUNDS
TO WIN HIS 3RD CHAMPIONSHIP by Randy Bierce

LIVIESTONE, WV--It was Limestone Time once
again, The “chess boys” were back in town; the ASF
Chessodrome was extensively refurbished; and, the
Limestone media were waiting for press passes.

Questions to be answered: Would the next WV
Champion come from the tield, making it 3 of the last 7
years? Would the runner-up at Limestone win the States, as
had Jim Gikas and Andy Katz the last two years? What
would the effects of 14 rounds over 3 days on the nervous
systems of the partially-crazed crew of chess soldiers? How
much coffee, cigarettes, cigars, colas, chocolate and caffeine
would be consumed by the energy-starved players? How
much wood can a woodchuck chuck?

Jim Walker pulled away from the field over the last
three rounds to win his third LI title (his first since ‘92).
With Walker at 7.5 and Bierce at 7, Walker won a crucial
11th round mutual time scramble between the two. Round
12 settled matters as Walker beat Borden and Bierce was
ambushed by Gary Morris’ “3-Queen Attack”.

The melee for second place was then fought over
the last two rounds: Bierce and Borden at 7, Taylor, Gikas
and Rihel at 6.5. Taylor beat Barden in Round 14 io finish
with 8, while Gikas-Bierce drew. Bierce pursued the win
against Gikas to the edge of losing, but couldn’t shake the
Human Draw Machine {7 in the tourney). Jim had stated
before the tournament that whoever was the steadiest would
win. He was right; Walker proved to be the most steady
with 8 wins and g draws.

Cancellations: 3-time WV Champion Andy Kaiz
had a Charleston wedding he’d committed to; 5-time WV
Champ John Roush was stricken with Sudden Flu
Syndrome. Roush, from his sickbed, literally had tears in
his eyes us he made his anguished decision to forego the
“Battle of Limestone ‘96". Perhaps it was because he
forfeited the opportunity to become the first player to win
the LI three years in a row; however, it may have been the
onion and jalapeno sandwich he was eating at the time.

Still, even without Roush and Katz, the players who
manned the chessic gauntlet were no pushovers. Start with
2-time LI Champ Jim Walker, [resh off a string of recent
tournament victories. Add 2-time WV Junior Champ Jason
Rihel, who has added 300+ points to his rating in little over
a vear (and had been proclaimed the “dark horse™ to win the
1996 WV iitle). A dash of 1994 WV Champ Jim Gikas who
had become a “chess hermit” booking up for the LL
Sprinkle in Mike Tayior, on a rampage through WV Grand
Prix tournaments all spring; former expert Ed Borden, eager
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to make up for his ‘90 LI result; and Gary Morris, who had
the opportunity to jump-start fis rating. Mix in Marc
Abraham, undoubtedly WVs top-rated Jr. High player;
finally, a drop of Randy Bierce, a lunatic just looking for the
chance 1o use his psychotic chess war experiences as an
excuse to torch his board,

The players were cheered by a star-studded
audience; Cathy Ireland, Dolly Parton, Tim Allen, Elvira and
her twin sister, Marlon Brando, Steve Martin and other
lifelike cardboard cutouts filled the playing site. This crowd
was treated io close standings until the fateful 11th and 12th
rounds. After Friday night's three rounds, Borden had 2.5,
Walker and Bierce were at 2. All three were at 3.3 after 5
rounds. Walker grabbed the lead at the haifway mark with
5.3, Borden at 4.3, Taylor and Bierce at 4. After Saturday’s
six games, Walker had 7, Bierce and Borden were at 6, and a
4.3 logjam developed involving Taylor, Rihel and Gikas.

NOTES. TERRIBLE TIME TO SLUMP: Limestone ‘96--
